BEFORE YOU BEGIN

Be sure to have the following lools and malerials

A, Proper amount of Alumea-Foil HD

B. Tape measure, shears, utility knife and stapler (mechanical, electrical, air or hammer type)
WARNING: Only use perforated matenal on over the truss or deck applied applications

1. Working directly off the stack of plywood or OSEB, with two people,
roll malerial across face of sheeling (Toil side up).

2. Handomly tack matenal in place with a staple hammer or hand
stapler just enough to hold matenal in place.

3. Cut material from roll using a ulility knife aleng the edge of the
sheeling.

4. Remove the sheet from the stack your woerking off of and and
begin a new stack next to your work area.

5, Repeal steps 1 - 4 and apply pre-foiled roof sheeling as you
as you normally would (foil facing the attic space).

6. Finish up by covering all gable ends and knee walls, making
sure to cut out around all venting as required.

WARNING: Use caution when applying foil in direct sunlight in an
effort to avoid glare and sunbum. The wearing of
long sleeve shirts, approved dark lens glasses and
sunscreen 1S suggested.
